Functions applicable to all control units

In case of complaints that cannot be immediately attributed to a given control unit, the
"functions applicable to all control units" will be of great assistance in locating the cause of the
fault. After you select one of the functions (e.g. blink function), only those control units that
feature this "function applicable to all control units" will be shown.

Example of a function applicable to all control units:

«  Exterior lamps

AB - Airbag

EIS - Electronic ignition switch

UCP - Upper control panel

SAW-F - Signal acquisition and actuation module front
REAR SAM - Rear signal acquisition and actuation module

DCM-FL - Door control module front left

DCM-FR - Door control module front right

SCM - Steering column module { As of model year 2002 )

These control units provide only those actual values, actuation modes and codings required for
the function.

The "Functions applicable to all control units" menu item is located in the "Main group" menu.

Note: For commercial vehicles, the "functions applicable to all control units" will be reintroduced
and be available for the first time for MP2 (new ACTROS, to be introduced in the spring of 2003).
For commercial vehicles, the "Functions applicable to all control units" menu item is located in
the main menu for the model series (e.g. 'ACTROS MP2").

"Functions applicable to all control units" are not planned for buses.
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
